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PREMIER The Polo Club
spors 4 rich history involving many of
Dienver's most notable and influential
famiilies—in fuct, the Polo Club was
i real Polo Club. Esublished in the
early 19005 under the leadership of
Lawrence Phipps and Lafayvette
Hughes, the club occupied a 160-ucre
tract, fully equipped with stables and
playing fields for the frequent match-
es. The Polo Club reached its heyday
in the 205 and '35, with the comple-
tion of o spectacular Spanish Colonial
clubhouse in 1926 (since destroyed ).
Interest eventually waned in palo,
and the club closed in the early “40s,
Under the aversight of one of the first
homeowners” associations in Colomdo,
the grounds were subdivided into lage
lots andd developed with elegant, cus-
tom estates housing Denver's elite. The
19505 and 19605 saw a surge of con-

stuction, with steady building contin-

ing into the present day. Today, Polo

Cluby remains one of Denver's most

exclusive neighborhoods.
